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VOLUNTEER RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY
Please read carefully. This is a legal agreement that affects your legal rights.
This Release and Waiver of Liability (the “Release”) is executed by the undersigned volunteer (the “Volunteer”) in favor of Habitat for Humanity of Lake Martin Area, Inc., a State of Alabama non-profit corporation, its directors, officers, employees, and agents (collectively, “Habitat”).
The Volunteer desires to work as a volunteer for Habitat and engage in activities related to being a volunteer. These activities may include, but are not limited to, constructing and rehabilitating residential buildings, landscaping and cleaning residential properties, working in the Habitat office, and working at Habitat events.
The Volunteer freely, voluntarily, and without duress executes this Release under the following terms:

1. WAIVER AND RELEASE
Volunteer releases and forever discharges Habitat and its successors and assigns from any and all liability, claims, and demands of any kind, whether in law or equity, arising from the Volunteer’s participation in Habitat activities.
This includes liability for bodily injury, personal injury, illness, death, or property damage resulting from Volunteer activities, whether caused by negligence or otherwise. Volunteer understands that Habitat does not provide financial or other assistance, including medical or disability insurance, in the event of injury or illness.

2. MEDICAL TREATMENT
Except as otherwise agreed in writing, Volunteer releases Habitat from any claims related to first aid, medical treatment, or services rendered during their volunteer work.

3. ASSUMPTION OF THE RISK
Volunteer understands that activities may be hazardous, including but not limited to construction, lifting, transportation, or equipment use. Volunteer assumes full responsibility for risks of injury, illness, or property damage and releases Habitat from liability related to these risks.

4. INSURANCE
Volunteer understands that Habitat does not provide health, medical, or disability insurance. Volunteers are encouraged to carry their own insurance coverage.
5. PHOTOGRAPHIC RELEASE
Volunteer grants Habitat all rights to any photographic, video, or audio recordings taken during volunteer activities. These may be used in promotional, informational, or as material for grant applications without compensation.

6. OTHER TERMS
· This Release is governed by the laws of the State of Alabama.
· If any clause is held invalid, the rest of the agreement remains effective.
· This waiver is current and active and will be retained until December 31, 2025.  
· New waivers will need to be signed if volunteer work continues into 2026.
